Muriel Pilkington gave an 
interesting and informative 
talk on the circumstances 
during the Civil war that 
lead to the BURFORD MU-
TINY. It reached its climax 
when the Leveller William 

Thompson issued a manifesto entitled  England's Standard Ad-
vanced and led a mutiny of local troops in support of Lil-

burne and the Agreement of the People.  

William Thompson, with two troops of horse, was chased 
into Northamptonshire by  Colonel Reynolds. Refusing to sur-
render, Thompson killed two of his pursuers before being 
killed himself in a skirmish near Wellingborough.  His brother 
was one of the three ringleaders executed after the Burford 

mutineers had been held for several days in Burford church.
