Pam Howard                                                                     

 

CHURCHILL & CORNWELL WALK ð 15TH SEPTEMBER 

We were immediately impressed by the open and well kept village of Churchill. 
The tower of All Saints Church (1826), dominates the skyline and is a scaled 
down model of the tower of Magdalen College Oxford.  Churchill boasts two 
famous sons - Warren Hastings who became Governor-General of India, and 
William Smith who produced the first geological map of England.  Down a 
quiet road past the old chapel and heritage centre, we continued through the 

hamlet of Sarsden Halt, once a stop 
on the railway line.  We continued 
over open farmland which had just been ploughed, through a farm yard 
and more open pastures eventually arriving at Cornwell, a neat and 
charming village huddled on one side of a small valley, where,  as part of 
the Cornwell Manor Estate, it is private and inaccessible. The manor is 
carefully screened from prying eyes, except for the lovely stone front, 
which faces the road from behind the high, wrought-iron gate.  We vis-
ited St Peters Church which dates back to Norman times and where Pe-
ter Ward, who had owned Cornwell Manor, was buried.    We stopped 
for lunch and a photo outside Cornwell Glebe and imagined what it 
would be like to own such a property.  Then over two little bridges and 

into a small wood where Martin tried his luck at being Tarzan by swinging on a rope! We all agreed it had been an 
interesting walk with plenty of fun and laughter.
